No reservations necessary, residents may
drop off SLASH at any time during the event. The Ken-Caryl Ranch Metropolitan District
Parks Department will be on hand with the chipper.

A limited number of curbside pickups will be offered by the Master Association Ranger
staff on Wednesday, April 24 and Thursday, April 25 for residents who are unable to

Pool Rules Updates

In order to create a positive environment for all users, the
Ken-Caryl Ranch Metropolitan District is updating pool

rules. Staff is prioritizing making the pools a fun and safe
place. Two key rule updates for this year include:

*Children under the age of 7 and all non-proficient swimmers regardless of age must be
within arm’s reach of a parent or chaperone (at least 16 years of age) at all times,
including when in the water.

*Children under the age of 12 must be accompanied by a parent or chaperone (at least
16 years of age) at all times.

Pool staff can’tissue
fobs.

For entry into the pool you may use the following:

* An activated fob (if you had a fob for your pool pass in 2023, when you register this year
it will automatically update)

* A photo of your activated fob

* A photo of the barcode on your receipt when you register for a pool pass

If you don’t have any of these but did register, staff can check you in by searching your
name. This is less ideal as it takes time when other patrons are waiting to check in.

Our pools will be adopting a cashless payment policy this summer. All non-
residents visiting the pools are encouraged to purchase their passes online before
arriving at the pools. In-person payment methods accepted are credit or debit card,
Apple Pay and Google Pay.
